S ummer is the perfect time to grab some popcorn and enjoy a movie, but why not
skip the megaplex and visit one of Washington's amazing independent theaters?

These local gems are rich with history, character, and community spirit. Many have been

entertaining audiences for generations while showcasing everything from blockbuster

hits to independent films, documentaries, and cult classics.

A must-visit destination is the historic North Bend Theatre. Built in 1941, this beautifully
preserved theater features a vintage neon marquee, classic movie-house charm, and a
single-screen auditorium that transports visitors back to the golden age of cinema.
Today, guests can enjoy current films, special events, and refreshments from the Cameo
Bar while exploring the scenic Snoqualmie Valley.

Washington is also home to several other beloved independent theaters, including:
- Grand lllusion Cinema - Seattle's oldest art-house theater
- The Beacon Cinema - A cozy neighborhood favorite in Columbia City
- Central Cinema - Dinner, drinks, and cult-classic movie nights
- The Firehouse Theater - A charming theater in Kingston's historic firehouse
- The Clyde Theatre - A Whidbey Island landmark since 1937
- Pickford Film Center - Bellingham's nonprofit cinema destination
- The Grand Cinema and Blue Mouse Theatre - Tacoma favorites known for
independent films and historic charm

summer, consider making one of these theaters part of your next day trip or date night
adventure. After all, some of the best stories aren't just on the screen, they're found in the
theaters themselves.
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Since the Sequim Lavender Festival is just around the corner,
we thought we’d share an easy and refreshing recipe for you
to try this summer.

Ingredients:

For the syrup:
-1 cup of water
-1 cup granulated sugar
« 2 tbsp dried lavender buds

For the lemonade:
-1 cup freshly squeezed lemon juice (about 4-6 lemons)
« 4 cups cold water
- Ice cubes

Instructions:

1. In a small saucepan, combine 1 cup water, 1 cup granulated
sugar, and 2 tbsp dried lavender buds.

2. Bring to a boil over medium heat, stirring until sugar
dissolves. Tip: Stir constantly to prevent burning.

3. Remove from heat and let steep for 30 minutes. Strain the
syrup to remove lavender buds.

4. In a large pitcher, combine 1 cup freshly squeezed lemon
juice and 4 cups cold water.

5.Add the lavender syrup to the pitcher and stir well.
Tip: Adjust sweetness by adding more syrup or water.

6. Chill in the refrigerator for at least 1 hour before serving.
Tip: For a stronger lavender flavor, let it chill longer.

7. Serve over ice cubes.

Pleasingly floral with a tangy lemon kick, this lemonade pairs
wonderfully with mint sprigs or a lemon slice for garnish. For
those who want to make a cocktail from this, just 1-2 ounces
of good quality vodka per serving.

Take a guided tour of historic military structures, visit the museum,
hike wooded trails, or enjoy fishing, crabbing, and beachcombing.

Whether you're planning a day trip or a weekend getaway, Wash-
ington's Triangle of Fire is a fascinating way to experience local
history while celebrating our nation's independence.
